Established in 1987, Comité Noviembre is the only collaboration of its kind in the United States. It brings together the strength and talents of key Puerto Rican
organizations which make up its member agencies. The mission of Comité Noviembre is to plan and promote events and forums that highlight the
contributions Puerto Ricans have made to this country. Since its inception Comité Noviembre has placed special focus on volunteerism and educational
excellence as the key to the future of the Puerto Rican Community. To this end, in November of 1996, in celebration of the tenth anniversary of Puerto Rican
Heritage Month, the Comité Noviembre Scholarship Awards Program was established. This year, Comité Noviembre will award $1,000 scholarships to
exceptional Puerto Rican youth who are making a difference in their community. All applications must be E-mailed to
scholarshipcommittee @comitenoviembre.org or via regular Post Office to Jaime Bello, Co-Chair Scholarship Committee @ PO Box 652, Bronx, NY 10473.
Overnight, Express or Return Receipt applications will not be accepted. The preferred delivery method is online via e-
mail with all attachments and photo.

ELIGIBILITY

+ Applicants must be of Puerto Rican descent.

+ Applicants must have a minimum of one-year of volunteer community service experience.

+ Applicants must be enrolled in a full time undergraduate degree program in an accredited college or university upon receipt of the award.

+ Applicants must have a minimum Grade Point Average (G.P.A.) of 2.75 or better.

+ Applicants must undergo a face to face interview with the Selection Committee (Exigent circumstances must be discussed with Jaime Bello)
+ Applicants must be between the ages of 17 and 25

GUIDELINES

A completed application package must include an application form, essay, a biographical sketch, Volunteer Community Service Statement, two letters of
recommendation of which one letter of recommendation must be from the site where the student performs his/her volunteer work, academic transcripts (for
College Students), SAT scores and Transcripts or last Report Card (for High School Students), and Head Shot Photo. All items must be submitted in one
package. Letters of recommendation should be requested from teachers, counselors, mentors, clergy, community leaders, etc. The letters should highlight
the applicant’s volunteer community service, how long has the person known the candidate, and the specific contributions the applicant has made to the
community. Letters of recommendation should be attached to the application package and e-mailed or mailed with complete application and not mailed
separately. It is not meant to be an anonymous recommendation letter.

Application package must be received or post-marked by April 15, 2012. Application packages postmarked after the postmark date
will be disqualified. Applicants who will be invited for an interview will be notified by e-mail or snail mail by. Recipients of the Comité Noviembre Scholarship
will be disqualified should any of the following conditions occur: (1) recipient provides false information on application; (2) recipient fails to graduate from
High School by June of 2012; (3) recipient is not enrolled in an accredited college or university by fall of 2012 and (4) recipient is not of Puerto Rican
descent. Scholarship payment will made by Comité Noviembre at a time determined by Comité Noviembre and only upon receipt of official college
registration and other requested documentation.
